UPDATE FROM 49ers EVENT
The second of 3 National Ranker events took place in Weymouth on the 17th and 18th September.  The event was run from the national sailing centre in Portland.   

6 races were sailed in 15-25kts.  In the 49er class there were 13 competitors.  6 races were completed in the very testing conditions.  We managed to finish 2 of the 6 races, and only 7 boats managed to finish more than 2 races in the event.  We came back feeling like we had learned a few valuable tricks for sailing in big wind, and positive that we are ok upwind and improving downwind, particularly in a straight line.  however, gybing still poses a problem for us.  The competition was fierce, and the field included the likes of the current world no 2 team, as well as the 8th ranked team in the world, 2 other Olympic squad members, the reigning national champions and one of the top Irish teams.

We have definitely come away from the regatta feeling more confident in our sailing in big breeze and with a sense of achievement.
